Most people enjoy tax time as they look forward to some form of return. | hope that Mr
Rudd’s previous policies and cash gifts have not dampened your enthusiasm for expecting a
return. Part of your return this year contains a rebate for education expenses against your child’s schooling.

Basically to be eligible you need to be in receipt of FTB part A, although it may be more complicated for some families.
Each family can claim up to $750 for a primary student and $1500 for a secondary student, and you will be rebated half of the
claim. All claims need to be verifiable by receipts, so please collect and save all those eligible item receipts.
As part of the entitled costs are textbooks and stationary, CCA will be issuing all parents with accounts written notification of the
eligible amounts absorbed in general term fee charges for use in the claim.

As the above information is generic, please seek to ascertain your eligibility on the ATO website (www.ato.gov.au and type ETR in

the search box), or your tax accountant.

A “Survey on Beliefs & Attitudes” was developed (borrowing heavily from ideas from
Navigators, The Way of the Master & David Pawson) field tested and has undergone
many developments due to the valuable suggestions from staff, students, pastors
and parents.

Initially | found 6 students who had a good working knowledge of salvation and were
mostly or well on their way to being totally R BB R D (were able to explain and
give evidence of Repentance, Belief, Baptism, having Recieved the Holy Spirit and
Discipled to become a Disciplemaker).

ple their peers. There is now over 50% of the school in the discipling network we like
to call the Anti-No-Where League. This is a strategy that delivers personal, peer
based pastoral care on a weekly, if not daily basis. Most of those still not in the
“League” have friends who are - who are committed to prayer and care for them. So,
through my wife discipling 6 girls, and myself discipling 7 boys (who all in turn disci-
ple others) we can easily and quite effectively provide pastoral care for the entire
school.

Although this strategy has proved hugely successful, it is not our only strategy.
Outside the “League”, break time conversations, camps, excursions, personal ap-
pointments, class supervision, class wide devotions and the “Question Competi-
tion” (held in each class in the primary school) provide a range of other opportunities
for interaction with the Chaplain.
